 AA's Seventh Step provides me with an oppor-
tunity to change my personality for the better. The short 
paragraph describing how to practice the Seventh Step 
on page 76 of the Big Book seemed simple enough. It 
showed me how to pray to have my defects of character 
removed. It was really just what I was looking for: a 
quick fix. 
 The only trouble was that it didn't work. I had 
taken a walk to a trout stream nearby and said the pray-
er. I felt better momentarily but found no lasting effect. 
 I thought maybe I had missed something. Maybe 
I was not "entirely" ready, so I went 
back to Step Six. I knew that I needed 
to get rid of a lot of my defects of 
character like my selfishness and an-
ger. Although I still used anger on oc-
casion as a tool to keep people at bay 
or to get my own way. 
 My biggest fear was that if all 
my defects and shortcomings were 
gone, what would be left? My charac-
ter didn't seem to have much good 
stuff in it – or at least not any that 
was being used with any frequency. 
 I didn't want the Seventh Step to leave me emp-
ty and void. I meditated about this and then went back 
to the same spiritual place at the trout stream and tried 
praying the Seventh Step Prayer again. But I still wasn't 
cured or purified. I considered that maybe I needed 
help. 
 I was in the middle of a Fifth Step with a man 
named Roger and decided to ask him for guidance on 
this perplexing issue. 
 He kept things simple, but suggested maybe it 
was not as easy as I wanted to believe. He said that may-
be God would remove my defects and shortcomings, but 
that it would be my responsibility to replace them with 
their opposite qualities. 
 This was a foreign concept to me. Roger pro-
posed that in order to get rid of my selfishness, that I 
practice doing something for others with no thought of 

reward or what was in it for me. This was indeed a fresh 
idea to me, but one that also seemed simple and easy. 
 A random act of kindness? I thought of practic-
ing patience on the express line at the grocery store, 
offering the check-out person a smile and a friendly 
greeting, not counting the number of items in other peo-
ple's baskets. 
 I considered applying this same attitude while 
waiting on line to get my afternoon coffee during my 
short 10-minute break. How about returning money 
when I was given too much change? That would help me 
practice honesty. And so would trying to find the owner 
of money I found in the street rather than just pocketing 
it. 
 As strange as it may have seemed to me then, 
these simple acts became routine with a little practice. 
 I decided to start with selfishness. At the time, 

there was an elderly woman living 
next door to me. She was about my 
grandmother's age. When it snowed, I 
got up a few minutes earlier than I 
normally did and shoveled her walk 
along with my own. It was still dark 
and nobody watched me, so my ego 
was not at play. I didn't seek any fi-
nancial reward for my labors. 
 It seemed to snow more that 
year and in previous ones, which gave 
me good opportunities to practice not 
being selfish. She had a gate on her 

fence with a rotten wooden post that was easy to fix in 
the spring. There were other things I was able to fix like 
a broken clothesline pole and to help clean up a tree 
damaged by lightening. 
 It didn't take my next-door neighbor long to fig-
ure out who was shoveling her walk. I did it for the 
chance to change, to grow in a positive direction. There 
were intrinsic rewards, like starting to feel better about 
myself. 
 I also got heartfelt thanks and freshly baked 
cookies from my neighbor. When she finally moved 
away to a retirement community, I was sad to see her 
leave the neighborhood. She left without knowing how 
much she had helped me grow up and become a better 
member of society and AA.

TRUST FUNDS

 When you begin to know that you don’t know, that’s 
when you begin to know.” Huh? Say that again, slowly 
please.  
When I came to Alcoholics Anonymous for help, I knew some-
thing was going to change. It had to change. A number of my 
old ideas had to go. Three in particular stood out. 
The first paradox I faced was the notion of how much power 
there is in being powerless. The more I fought myself by try-
ing to control when and how much I drank, the more I lost 
control. Predetermining how much and how often I was going 
to drink was futile and self-defeating, regardless of logic or 
intention. 
 The second paradox was the idea of becoming free 
from the obsession to drink by relying on something other 
than obstinate self-reliance. All my life I was trained to use 
knowledge, hard work and grit to overcome all my problems. 
I believed admitting I needed help would lead to weakness 
and dependency. 
 Thirdly, I was told any sobriety I might enjoy depend-
ed squarely upon my giving love, tolerance and time to the 
still-suffering alcoholic. This idea of giving it away to others in 
order to keep it for myself ran contrary to all I had ever done. 
Up to that point in my life, whatever I had gained I guarded. It 
was mine. The way to keep it was to keep it to myself. 
 The value system I tried to live by before getting so-
ber was instilled in me by loving parents, learned teachers, 
successful coaches and well-meaning counselors. Along the 
way, I added few of my own ideas about life. 
 Fortunately, I found a sponsor and a home group 
that helped me apply the aforementioned principles, coupled 
with AA’s Twelve Steps, as the basis of my sobriety. It took 
time, prayer and open-mindedness to unlearn certain lessons 
from my youth that blocked me from being happy, joyous 
and free.  
 Explaining just how these once-perceived paradoxes 
lead to sobriety is difficult. But no one can dispute the results. 
 The fascinating thing about these principles is discov-
ering their utility in aspects of my life other than staying away 
from that first drink.  
 At 10 years sober, I got involved in General Service 
for the first time, attending district meetings and area assem-
blies. Included in the gathered printed materials I would take 
back to my home group was the area’s treasurer’s report.  
 As an accountant and business manager, I focused 
my attention on the details and began asking questions, such 
as, “How are we doing compared to budget?” and “How 
much is our prudent reserve?” and “Do we have funds set 
aside for future major purchases?” The responses were 
alarming to me: No budget, no prudent reserve, no special 

funds.  
 Immediately, I began to think about how to fix this 
potential financial disaster. Deciding to keep things simple, I 
put forth a proposal to the area to establish a prudent re-
serve, setting aside approximately 10 percent of our annual 
expenditures as a safety net. Proposals for budgets and spe-
cial funds could wait. Despite my best advocacy, the proposal 
was soundly defeated. 
 As the collective group conscience of the area as-
sembly emerged, a clear explanation detailed the reason for 
their decision.  
 Any effort to predetermine how much and where to 
spend groups’ dollars was futile, regardless of logic or inten-
tion. My financial training, experience and determination 
were of no value in this instance. Budgets might limit when 
and where standing service committees could respond to the 
needs of the groups. Relinquishing any power to control dol-
lars freed the assembly from time spent haggling and negoti-
ating, so we could fully focus on supporting the Twelfth Step 
work of groups and districts.  
 The area assembly helped me see the idea about 
“prudent reserve” in a totally new light. My understanding of 
prudent reserve was two-fold. One, it served as a safety net 
in case of an unexpected shortfall in income. Two, it provided 
a benchmark to help groups determine how much money 
was available to disburse to service entities.  
 Both views are still valid, however my concept has 
evolved. I used to see a prudent reserve in terms of a set dol-
lar amount. Today, I know the real prudent reserve is the Fel-
lowship itself. Any time a need arose, we responded. When 
the area needed a new computer for the registrar, or new 
audio/video equipment for delegate presentations, or fund-
ing for a regional service event, or for the multitude of other 
needs that came about, an informed group conscience always 
provided the necessary resources. Contributions always seem 
to flow in the direction of service activities. 
 Based on my many years of professional work in 
business administration, the financial model used by my area 
defies logic. I am still utterly amazed at how well it works year 
in and year out.  
 Explanations are difficult, but here is what I believe: 
As long as we are trusted servants who are giving love, toler-
ance and time to provide Twelfth Step services to the still-
suffering alcoholic, ample resources will always be available.  
 Last year our area incurred expenses totaling over 
$50,000. Contributions exceeded expenses by $126 in the 
same year. No budgets, no pledges, no pleas for contributions 
were required. The only necessity was trust in each other and 
in our Higher Power.  
 Belief means reliance, not defiance. God is the une-
quivocal provider of all we need to do his work.
